3. The points for each assignment are listed with the description. Read the descriptions carefully. Some assignments have limits on how often you can do them.

4. Late homework is not accepted.  If you know that you will not be at school on a due date, turn in the assignments early.  If you are ill on a due date, turn it in the day you return.  Late or incomplete homework receives Ø credit.  You have almost all quarter to complete your homework so get started early and get it turned in!
5. Staple the Homework Assignments Cover Sheet found at the bottom of this document to your assignments when you turn them in.

6. Please keep all work school appropriate (G-rated).  If you are unsure whether your work fulfills this requirement, ask me before the due date and I will tell you.  Inappropriate work receives no credit.

7. Please take pride in doing your own work and have the integrity to work independently on your assignments unless it is an approved group project.  Plagiarized work or work done by others gets no credit.
8. SPECIAL NOTE FOR FIRST YEAR STUDENTS AND THEIR PARENTS:  
As you look through these activities you will notice that many require the use of a level of German which may be difficult for you during the first quarter.   Do not despair, there are plenty of activities that require little or no German and those activities requiring German are geared to your level of knowledge.  You will find that there are plenty of opportunities for meeting this requirement.
HOMEWORK: Choices, choices, choices…
	Choice #1:  Grammar Poems and Songs

Learn a grammar poem or song from this LINK and recite to Herr Plowick.
They’re a snap to learn!
	5 points per poem or song, maximum 20 points.

	Choice #2:  German Movie 

Watch a movie in German with or without German subtitles.  Focus on the movie.  Don’t just have it on in the background.

	Choice #3:  German Music Translations
Listen to a German song from your CD and read along with the German lyrics. Give your full attention while listening to the music. Translate the lyrics into English so they make sense, not word-for-word,  and don’t try using an Internet translator except for individual words.  NOTE: You can’t do a song we’ve done in class.

	Choice #4: Love Letters

Write a love note to someone in German (boy/girlfriend, Mother, Grandma, Dad, etc.).  Tell him/her how wonderful s/he is, how much you appreciate what s/he does for you and how much s/he means to you.  (This time you don’t have to lie.)  Include some appropriate illustrations and a minimum of 30 words.  (This one will be returned so that you can give it to the person in question.)  This one is serious brownie points!  NOTE: An English translation must accompany each love letter.   Liebesbriefgenerator

	10 points per letter, maximum 30 points

	Choice #5:  World Languages Club
Membership and participation in the WPHS World Languages Club.

	10 points per quarter

	Choice #6:  Vorhang, Bühne, Licht! pt 1

Create a 3 to 5-minute video with you as the star.  It can be most anything as long as you are speaking German – a tour of the school, your ride to school, places you like to visit, your family and friends, highlights of West Plains, etc. Keep it appropriate for school!

	35 points, one per quarter.



	Choice #7:  Vorhang, Bühne, Licht! pt 2

Same idea as above, but using photographs in a PowerPoint.  Minimum of 10 slides, multiple photos per slide recommended with German text/narration.


	35 points, one per quarter.



	Choice #8:  Vorhang, Bühne, Licht! pt 3

Animate/illustrate a song from your CD using Movie Maker, PowerPoint, or other media editing program. See examples on YouTube.

Create Your Own Music Videos!

	35 points, one per quarter.



	Choice #9:  Vorhang, Bühne, Licht! pt 4

Record yourself doing a dramatic reading of German poetry or a literature selection using Audacity, Windows Sound Recorder, or other media editing tool.  Three minutes minimum (maybe two or three shorter poems).


	15 points per recording, 30 points max per quarter

	Choice #10:  Feed the Poor, Starving Class!

Go to an approved web site and find a recipe appropriate for the whole class.  

Make the dish and bring it for the class to sample.  Include a picture of 

yourself making the food yourself and/or a note from a parent certifying that 

you did, indeed, prepare the dish yourself.  Remember, recipes must NOT 

include alcohol (even if it is cooked out), coffee or tea.  Consider whether or not your dish will require refrigeration or heating as we have limited 

refrigerator space and we can heat only in small microwave ovens.  DON’T 

DO THIS ONE WITHOUT TEACHER APPROVAL FIRST. Print out the recipe from the website and turn it in with your dish. 


	20 points per dish, one dish per quarter

	Choice #11:  Your own idea dealing with speaking or listening to German. (must be approved at least one week before the due date)


	Up to 20 points

	Choice #12: You’re the Teacher 

Teach a family member (who is older than you) 20 German words, then 

make up a written quiz and have them take it.  Grade it and turn it in.


	15 points, 30 points maximum

	Choice #13:  Sequel 

Write a sequel in German to or a different version of a story that we have done in class.  The story must have a minimum of 100 words (in German).  Be sure to specify which story you are using as a starting point.


	20 points, one per quarter

	Choice #14:Germany Letter Exchanges
Write letters to your German partner.
	5 points per letter and response.

	Choice #14:  Storyteller

Take one of the stories that we have done in class, draw several pictures for it 

and then go home and tell someone the story in German WITHOUT using written notes (you can use the pictures).  Have that person write a note saying that you told them the story without reading it.  Attach the note to the pictures.


	20 points, one per quarter

	Choice #15:  X-Word or Word Search

Make a crossword puzzle or word search using at least 25 words from a recent 

vocabulary list.  If you are making a crossword puzzle, the clues may be in 

English, but I will be more impressed if they are in German.  Include a key.


	10 points, one per quarter

	Choice #16: Interview

Interview someone who is a native of a German speaking country, has been 

to a German speaking country, or who speaks German.  Take whatever notes you need (in English if you want) and then write a summary of 100 words in 

German of what you discovered about that person.  


	30 points, 30 pts. maximum per quarter



	Choice #17:  Outside Reading

Check out a reader from Herr Plowick's library, read the whole book and 

write a 100 word summary in German.


	Up to 50 points, depending on the book.



	Choice #18:  State/Canton/Province Report

Go to the library and research a state in a German-speaking country.  Give details about the culture, people, history, climate, landscape, etc.  200 words in English.  See Herr Plowick before beginning this project. 


	Up to 25 points, one per quarter

	Choice #19:  Famous German-Americans
For those of you who enjoy writing reports, choose a person from the LIST and write a 200-word report detailing the person’s claim to fame (or infamy).  There is a special form required for these reports, so see Herr Plowick for details.  This project may be done in English.


	10 points (30 points maximum per quarter).



	Choice #20:  Exploring German on the Web

Go to any of the links listed at our class web site and write a paragraph (English, at least five sentences) that describes the site.  Be sure to list the site URL, who constructed the site, the purpose of the site, and what you can do there.


	Five points per site, maximum of 25 points

	Choice #21:  Create Your Own German Comic Strip

Using ToonDoo, MakeBeliefsComix, another web program, or your own drawing skills, create a 4-panel comic strip with German a dialog.
	10 points per strip, 30 points maximum per quarter.

	Choice #22:  German Online

Enroll and work regularly in the online Deutsch Interaktiv course from Deutsche Welle.  Points awarded depend upon work completed.
	Variable, depending on progress.  Up to 50 points.
